With this latest release, we have given you the freedom to record yourself for a duration of your choice as opposed to the limited timeframe our 
templates previously allowed.

Customize the Branding of the Video Preview Page

The preview page is an important page that lives within Individeo. When you share your Individeo, the receiver is redirected to this page to play 
the video. We realized that it’s important to have an immersive, personalized experience in the medium in which videos are delivered and viewed, 
while not restricting the power of personalization to the video.

So now, our latest release allows you to customize the video preview page quickly and easily.

Customizing the Preview Page

Go to any project, and click on the ‘Customize Preview Page’ option shown below

The preview page can be customized per project for each language.
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Next, you will be redirected to the preview page which has the following button to being the customization, click on ‘Customize Page’
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A new Side Panel, will appear that allows you to customize multiple elements within the preview page as shown below.

The following table and image provides a detailed description of the use case of each of the above fields

Field Name Use case and Description

Page Style Name This field is a unique identifier for each preview page you customize.

By default this value will be pre-filled to match the following format

[PROJECT_NAME]-[LANGUAGE]

When you update the page style, the platform will automatically append the language to the back of the 
name you entered.
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Import Page Style Allows you to import a preview page customization from another project

Header Customize the following in the header section (Refer Section 1 of above image)

Logo URL - Clicking on the logo will redirect the viewer to this URL

Main Content Customize the contents of Section 4 of the above image

Setting the Default Project Title name and Poster

When you create a new project and start creating media items, you start providing each media item with a different title.

This may cause confusion when searching for the project again since the project title and the last media item name you interacted with can be 
different.

To streamline this experience, we have introduce the ability to select, the origin of the project title and poster. Now it can be either

the project title and the thumbnail selected during project creation time
or the latest deployed media item title and media item thumbnail
